	1. Students found that our students waste a lot of food!  We throw out about 20-25 litres each day! The food that is wasted the most (by far) was the soup.
2. We met with “Fresh and Tasty” director and project manager on 18.11 to talk about what they serve and what is wasted.

3. We surveyed everyone who orders food from them and asked them if they eat the soup.  (Only 12% eat all their soup regularly. 47% throw some or most of it away)

4. We will write to the company to ask them to change their system for parents to be able to order soup separately so less students will order it who don’t intend to eat it.

5. At the end of the year, the company is still working on changing their policy.  They think the system will be changed for next year.
